can file a complaint in regards to contract violations

e Please provide a point-person for our office to work with to address specific
constituent complaints

e Please explain what statutory consequences, if any, a marijuana business that received
social equity credits from CRIO on their license application would face if they
violated their agreement with a social equity partner
