RE: Requesting Signage in the Hyde Park and North Park Co-op Neighborhoods

Our office has recently received requests from residents in the Hyde Park and North Park Co-op
neighborhoods regarding signage. Please conduct a traffic assessment for the following areas and provide
recommendations for the best next steps:

1. Intersection of Hyde Park and Antietam: There is a steep curve when turning onto Hyde Park
from Antietam. We request the installation of either a two-way street sign or a yield sign to slow
down traffic approaching the curve.

2. Antietam Median: Vehicles are being parked between the trees on the median of Antietam. We
request a "No Parking" sign be placed to prevent this.

3. Dues Park: We request the installation of signs stating, "No Parking on the Grass™ and "Park
Closes at 10 PM." Additionally, we request the installation of a dog waste bag station in the park.
