3. The DCPO's exercise of authority under this delegation may not exceed the restrictions
set forth in
(a) the Office of the Chief Financial Officer's Contract Approval and Signatory Authority
Policy, (b) the City Charter, (c) the City Code, or (d) this delegation.

4. The delegation be effective as of the date of this delegation and shall extend unless
otherwise revoked.

5. The authority delegated in this document shall not be sub-delegated. Any authority
delegated may also continue to be exercised by the CFO.
