The Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS) has awarded the City 
of Detroit Health Department with the FY 2025 Lead Intervention Grant, in the amount of 
$350,544.00. There is no match requirement. The award increase includes two programs. 
The Statewide Lead Case Management Program will be increased to $117,717.00 and 
the Medicaid Elevated Blood Lead Case Management Program will be increased to 
$232,827.00. The grant was adopted in the FY 2025 budget in the amount of 
$170,483.00. The grant was awarded at a higher amount than was budgeted. We are 
requesting to increase appropriation 21313, in the amount of $180,061.00, to reflect the 
total project cost of $350,544.00.     
 
The objective of the grant is to provide case management services to all children with 
elevated blood lead levels. The funding allotted to the department will be utilized to pay 
for salaries, fringe benefits, contractual services, and travel.
