The costs, approximately $224,400, are being borne by our group. These improvements will take 
place during the Fall 2022, Spring 2023, and Fall 2023 planting seasons. We have worked with 
community and city representatives to ensure these improvements are desired.

The Greening of Detroit provides a 3 year maintenance plan that includes irrigation, and the first 
structural pruning of these trees. No warranty is provided, but any trees that have died within the 
first two years can be removed (flush cut) at the request of the Landscape Design Unit.
